Bernard assumed
command of the Lon-
donderry Police Depart-
ment following Chief
William Hart’s retire-
ment on Aug. 5, and has
been with Londonderry
for over 21 years. 

Bernard has held
numerous roles in the
department throughout
his tenure, they include:
Patrolman; Field Train-
ing Officer; Patrol

Sergeant; Detective
Sergeant; Support Ser-
vices Lieutenant; Watch
Commander; Operations
Captain and Deputy
Chief.

During the Sept. 26
Town Council meet-
ing, one of the ag-

enda items was in re-
gards to a proposal from
Primax to cap the in-

The Heritage and
Historical District
Commission met

last month and dis-
cussed several new and
ongoing construction
applications. 

One project, dating
back to July, has been
the design and review
of a proposed 6,700-
square-foot water tank
with pipe improvements
and a new station. The
tank is located between
Seven Rear Gordon
Drive, and Marketplace
Drive. Trevor Yandow of
Manchester’s Meridian
Land Services and Mark
Filion of Pennichuck

Water Services were at
the meeting to make a
presentation. 

“From a site layout
standpoint: there’s a
tank, there’s a gravel
access drive that goes
around the tank, and
there’s a stormwater
basin to the west, on the
left side of the tank,”
said Yandow, as he
overviewed the propos-
al. “We are proposing
some landscaping to the
north of the tank to pro-
vide a year-round visual
screen with some ever-
green trees.” 

Yandow promised
that the project would
not impact any histori-
cal structures, with the

sole exception of stone
walls along Spring Road.
He assured the Commis-
sion a disturbance to the
stone wall would be
“rebuilt in place.”

“We’re open to rec-
ommendations,” added
Filon, referring to the
color and design of the
water tank. Pennichuck
Water promised to do its

appointment Monday
night and said he felt
Bernard was more than
up for the challenge of
his new role. Malaguti
said, “Kim’s greatest
strength is his ability to
deal with people. To a
fault, he treats people
decently and always
strives to do the right
thing.”

He added that
Bernard has navigated
some difficult waters
over the past few
months and has done it
with professionalism
and dignity.

Kim Bernard
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Londonderry Teen Raises Funds for Suicide Prevention

It’s been nearly a year
now that Myleigh
Brennan’s best friend,

Morgynne Seigny, took
her own life, and over
the past year Brennan,
who is now a London-
derry High School jun-
ior, has been trying to
raise funds and aware-
ness for the American
Foundation for Suicide
Prevention.

Morgynne commit-
ted suicide on Oct. 19,
2021 and her unexpect-
ed death came without
warning to her friends
and family. It was said to
be due mostly because
of bullying through
social media.

Myleigh Brennan was
devastated by the sud-
den loss and in Novem-
ber of last year raised
over $3,500 in her fund
raising efforts to help
prevent teen suicide.

When Morgynne
passed, Brennan knew
she wanted to do some-
thing special to honor
her in the community

and hoped her endeavor
would have the ability to
help other people who
may be struggling with
their own mental health
or might be thinking of
suicide. 

Brennan established
“Mariposas for Morg-
ynne” last year and
designed sweatshirts
that were sold online
displaying Morgynne’s
name and butterflies,
symbolizing the effect of
suicide on teens.

Brennan was sur-
prised by the response
to the fundraiser. “When
I first thought of it, I fig-
ured I would sell a cou-
ple of hoodies to Morg-
ynne’s close friends, but
it grew like crazy. I sold
way more than I thought
I ever could,” she said.

This year, as the an-
niversary of her friends
passing approaches,
Brennan has designed a
new hoodie, which has
“STAY” on the front and
the slogan “Stay: Tomor-
row Needs You” written
on the back. 

The pullover hoodies
are a 50/50 blend, that

come in a variety of col-
ors and cost $40 and 100
percent of all profits
raised through the dona-
tions goes directly to the
American Foundation
for Suicide Prevention.

Brennan describes
Morgynne as the funni-
est person she had ever
met. “She never failed to
make me or anyone else
smile. If you knew her,
you knew how she lit up
a room. Her smile was so
contagious, if you saw it
you had to smile too.
She was a loving and
loyal friend, sister, and
daughter. She was cre-
ative, beautiful, humor-
ous, and so much more.” 

This year’s hoodies
can be found at Cus-
tomInk.com, through
Mariposas for Morg-
ynne. So far, 90 sweat-
shirts have been sold
with a goal of 150.

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best to avoid having the
water tank stand out
from abutting houses.
“They can make it any
color. We won’t be put-
ting any logos or signs
or anything of that
nature on it.”

Heritage Commission
questions on the project
largely focused on the
local impact on sur-
rounding houses and
questions from the Plan-
ning Board. 

“I only made one note,
which was just mature
arborvitae [evergreens]
for screening, I would like
to see them rather large,
as large as you can get

them from the nursery
just so they won’t take 10
years to fill in,” said Com-
mission Chair, Krysto-
pher Kenney. 

Tall trees will help
the new tank blend into
the environment. Over-
all, there were a few con-
cerns regarding historic
structures in town.

In other businesses,
the Commission dis-
cussed changes to the
ongoing corridor man-
agement plan along
Apple Way. The manage-
ment plan is designed to
showcase the historical
and cultural features of
Londonderry along a
scenic byway.

The deadline for peti-
tioned warrant articles
that propose a Bond
governed by RSA 33:8-a
are due by Jan. 6 while
other petitioned warrant
articles are due Jan. 10.

A second budget
public hearing and the
adoption of the FY 2024
budget along with the
final vote on the warrant
is scheduled for Jan. 16.

One of the proposed
changes that occurred
during the meeting was
having an additional
budget meeting on Nov.
14. Town Council Chair-
man, John Farrell, said
he thought it made
sense to have a meeting

uled to take place on Sat-
urday Feb. 11 and will
take place at the London-
derry High School cafe.

The School District’s
Deliberative session is
slated to take place on
Feb. 10.

The annual Town
Meeting is slated to take
place on March 14.

It was pointed out by
Finance Director, Justin
Campo, that like they
have done in years past
they could have addi-
tional meetings for the
budget if they find there

is a need to schedule
more.

In other budget
news, during the meet-
ing Londonderry Town,
Manager, Mike Malaguti
pointed out they now
have a vacancy on the
Budget Committee and
told the Town Council
they are the ones who
get to decide on who
should fill the vacancy
until the next election
occurs.

It was decided to
allow Malaguti to post
for the open position.

Also during the meet-
ing, Malaguti gave a pre-
view to the Town Coun-
cil that they will be com-
ing back in October with
a report of what it would
take to keep the Lions
Hall and be able to have
something there going
forward.

He noted it would
likely not be cheap, but
it is important to have
the information in order
to plan for the future.

“It won’t be a small
number you will be hear-
ing,” said Malaguti.

Traffic Safety

To the editor
This letter was sent

to the Londonderry
Town Council & Chair-
man, Londonderry Traf-
fic Safety Committee on
Sept. 9.

I was not able to
attend the Londonderry
Town Council meeting
on Sept. 12. I did not
realize that the NH DOT
would be making a pres-
entation regarding the
Stonehenge Rd., & Rock-
ingham Rd., intersec-
tion. Regarding that
intersection, I would like
to offer these comments:

• I drive through this
intersection frequently
and do not see a need
for a roundabout, but I
believe turn lanes would
be helpful and maybe all
that’s needed.

• I am no fan of
roundabouts or any
other so-called “traffic
calming” devices.

• They needlessly
cause traffic delays, con-
fusion, and can lead to
accidents.

• Pedestrian and
cyclists are actually less
safe when negotiating a
roundabout.

• Roundabouts can
actually create anxiety,
nervousness and even
lead to road rage.

* There are usually
better alternatives to
roundabouts.

• I am aware of many
instances of expensive
tire/wheel damage which
some have incurred due
to narrow-laned, sharp-
curbed roundabouts.

• NH DOT may like
roundabouts because
they can be cheaper to
install and especially to
maintain.

• Rockingham Rd., (NH
Rt. 28) is a major thor-
oughfare, truck route

• Narrow, cramped
roundabouts with invert-
ed banking (pavement
sloped the wrong way, in
order to make one feel
like they are about to tip
over even at low speeds)
is not a good design.

• Remember, this is
the NH DOT’s baby and
absent any objection,
they will build it as they
and they alone see fit.

Again, I simply do not
see the need for changes to
this intersection (with the
possible exception of turn
lanes). Remember, some-
times doing nothing is in
fact an option.

and School Bus route.
• Roundabouts will

not change that, and we
all know that round-
abouts are certainly not
truck friendly.

• In Concord, I saw
pretty little flower gar-
dens in the middle of
roundabouts that were
run over by heavy truck
tires.

• At one time, NH
DOT wanted to redesign
I-93’s exit 12 (in Con-
cord) to include a round-
about at each side of the
South Main St. (NH Rt.
3A) overpass.

• Concord City Coun-
cil interceded and suc-
cessfully convinced the
DOT to drop the plan,
because like NH Rt., 28, it
is a major thoroughfare.

• Coming from North
Londonderry and head-
ing south on Rocking-
ham Rd., there is a traffic
light at Symmes Dr., I-93
South on-ramp, I-93 North
on-ramp, Liberty Drive,
and shortly after crossing
into Derry, more traffic
lights begin just after Sco-
bie Pond Rd.

• As that stretch of
road is already heavily
signalized, a traffic signal
at the intersection of
Stonehenge Rd., makes
far more sense than a
roundabout and should
keep traffic flowing better.

• Adding a left turn
lane on Stonehenge Rd.,
and both right (south-
bound) and left (north-
bound) turn lanes would
also be beneficial and
make it safer.

• If signalizing the in-
tersection is unaccept-
able, then perhaps a true
“rotary” or “traffic circle”
would be the next best
thing. (Think Massabesic
traffic circle.) These take a
bit more room than a
roundabout but certainly
improve traffic flow.

Editorial
October 9th-15th is the official Fire

Prevention Week this year. Many fire
departments are using the whole
month of October to emphasize fire
safety through public education
events. Many Fire Departments maybe
holding open houses, those are always
good times to stop in. You can stop in
at your local fire station almost any-
time, you get to meet the crew and
pick up some pointers on staying safe. 

This year’s Fire Prevention theme
is “Fire won’t wait. Plan your escape!”
This is so important. It reinforces why
everyone needs to have an escape
plan and emphasizes the importance
of having a smoke detector in every
bedroom. Fire officials note that half
of home fire deaths result from fires
reported between 11 p.m. and 7 a.m.,
when most people are asleep. They
also say that having a working smoke
alarm cuts the chances of dying in a
reported fire in half. 

Other tips: Draw a map of your
home with all members of your house-
hold, marking two exits from each
room and a path to the outside from
each exit. Practice your home fire drill
twice a year. Conduct one at night and
one during the day with everyone in
your home, and practice using differ-
ent ways to get out. Teach children
how to escape on their own in case
you can’t help them. Make sure the
number of your home is clearly
marked and easy for the fire depart-
ment to find. Close doors behind you
as you leave, this may slow the spread

of smoke, heat, and fire. 
Once you get outside, stay out-

side; you should never go back
inside a burning building. Having a
fire extinguisher is only the first
step, knowing how to use it is the
vital second step; smoke detector
placement, use and testing, making
a family escape plan, or the over-
riding importance of getting out and
staying out of a burning building,
your local firefighters are ready to
talk fire safety. With a fire doubling
in size every 30 seconds, the impor-
tance of taking fire prevention seri-
ously is a no-brainer. 

Calling 911 is another focus of fire
safety this month. With the preva-
lence of cell phones and the frequent
absence of landlines, children and
everyone else need to know where
to they can get quick access to the
phone in the middle of the night. 

So whether your Fire Depart-
ment is or is not having an open
house go and talk with them. Fire-
fighters love to explain their gear
and air packs to children, so that
the youngsters will have nothing to
be afraid of if they encounter a fire-
fighter during a fire. 

As the saying goes, they’re the
ones running into a burning build-
ing as everyone else is running out. 

Help them out and keep them as
well as yourself safe by learning fire
safety and fire prevention tips, and
putting them into practice, this
month and every month.

claims, then they may
not keep them for next
year or could potential-
ly increase the prices.

“They will reevaluate it
once again,” said Campo.

Farrell explained he
felt the agreement was
something that protects
the Town.

“It’s a nice safety
net,” said Farrell.

Also during the Octo-
ber meeting, Town Man-
ager, Mike Malaguti,
gave the Town Council
an update regarding the
increase the town will

be paying for Waste
Management after they
made a request due to
the rising costs associ-
ated with trash removal.

The total increase
they settled on was
$513,000 for over the
remainder of the con-
tract.

Malaguti said the
contract was heavily
vetted.

“It has been carefully
scrutinized by staff,”
said Malaguti.

Malaguti added that
he was looking to move

forward with official
authorization from the
Town Council.

The Town Council ul-
timately approved his
request.

Town Councilor, Deb
Paul, who is the ex offi-
cio member of the Solid
Waste Committee, said
that the group is sup-
portive of their propos-
al.

He loved the out-
doors - whether he was fishing, hiking, camping, or try-
ing something new. He never tired of trying to catch ‘the
big one’ & always had the highest tally of the day.

Clark loved watching sports, especially when his sons
were on the lacrosse field. Many will remember him as
Coach Clark, he was an amazing asset to the town’s youth
lacrosse program. He passed along his love of sports &
competitive nature to his children. Clark spent many days
riding his motorcycle & connecting with others over it. He
hosted an annual motorcycle event called CroMag, & will
be deeply missed by the friends he made. Anyone who
knew Clark will never forget his deep laugh, contagious
grin, & “Clark-isms”. Clark was larger than life, his shoes
cannot be filled.

He leaves his wife, Kimberly, & their sons, Mason and

He explained in 2020
they signed an agree-
ment with the consult-
ing company because
they wanted to be able
to engage in the rule-
making process for com-
munity choice aggrega-
tion.
