Leach Library Will Remain

meeting of the

tions of both the Town
Charter and state law.

Councilor Dan Bou-
chard questioned why
the policy had been halt-
ed.

“Our legal bills are
outrageously high,” Bou-
chard said. “This is the
first I'm hearing that
we’re not moving for-
ward with this.”

Council Chair Ron
Dunn responded that
the matter had previous-
ly been tabled. Coun-
cilor Shaun Faber quick-
ly clarified that only a
member on the prevail-
ing side of that vote
could bring it back for
discussion.

Dunn, Faber and Ted
Combes were the three
members who voted to
table the policy in
March.

Bouchard expressed
frustration with what
appeared to be an effort
to permanently bury the
issue.

“In other words, Deb,
they’re telling us there’s
no way this is moving
forward,” he said.

Councilor Deb Paul
warned that refusing to
address the matter was
harming the town.

“Seems like it's dam-
aging the town,” Paul
said.

Strategic Plan Discussion Spurs
Economic Development Proposal

t the most recent
Town Council meet-
ing, an economic

development proposal
was introduced by Coun-
cilor Ted Combes during
discussions surrounding
the Strategic Plan, which
the Council is currently
reviewing.

Combes’ proposal fo-
cused on enhancing eco-
nomic development op-
portunities to strength-
en Londonderry’s eco-
nomic identity.

A memo written by
staff stated: “Add an
action item and a KPI as
follows: Priority Action
Item: Create an econom-
ic development program
and determine the nec-
essary leadership struc-

ture to execute the plan.

Key Performance In-
dicator: Roadmap the
economic development
plan to include roles and
responsibilities by June
30, 2027”

One question raised
during the meeting was
whether the town should
establish an economic
development commit-
tee, an idea Combes did
not support.

“A committee has no
power and no money to
spend to actually im-
prove anything for the
Town or even put to-
gether a plan for eco-
nomic development,”
Combes said, explaining
that he believes the
town needs actual staff
members with the abili-
ty to allocate resources

when needed, along with
individuals who have
experience in economic
development.

Combes added that
existing staff members
could potentially take on
the responsibility in
addition to other duties.

“It's up to the Town
Manager to determine
where that fits correctly
with the staff that we
have or with new staff
who can also take on

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he Leach Library
I Board of Trustees
Financial Ad Hoc
Committee held its first
meeting on May 6, laun-
ching what members
described as an unusual-
ly early and unusually
complex budget season.
With major building re-
pairs underway and the
Town shifting toward a
new budgeting model,
the Committee is prepar-
ing for a compressed
timeline and a long list of
financial unknowns.
Committee member
Azra Palo opened the
meeting by explaining
why the Ad Hoc group

was created.

“There are a lot of
guestions about the fin-
ances that | felt | could
not do on my own,” Palo
said. “For planning pur-
poses, | want to continue
to make the regular
monthly Trustee meet-
ings as streamlined as
possible, so we can
bring decisions the
Board has to make or
research that we've
done at their request.”

Palo described the
first meeting as an
opportunity to “mark a
path” forward while the
library continues to nav-
igate costly repairs and
operational disruptions.
The Committee’s imme-

diate priority is prepar-
ing next year’s budget, a
process that is begin-

ning months earlier
than usual.
Shift to strategic

budgeting accelerates
the timeline interim
Library Director Donna
Plante explained that
the Town Manager is
transitioning the Town
toward strategic budg-
eting, a model tied to
the goals and priorities
outlined in the developing
Strategic Plan.

“This is usually re-
ferred to as ‘strategic
budgeting,”” Plante said.
“This year is an in-
between year. If the

ed by the Town Council,
it will begin for fiscal
year 2028. For 2027, this
means everything is
happening earlier, but
it's not quite to the
strategic budgeting
timeline yet.”

Historically, the lib-
rary begins budget dis-
cussions in September,
not May. But the Town
Manager has asked the
Trustees to approve a
completed budget by
late July, months ahead
of the traditional sched-
ule.

“The Town Manager
is asking that we have a
budget, meaning the
Board as a whole should
have approved it, by the
end of July,” Palo said. “I
think July 22 needs to be
the latest that it's ap-
proved.”

To meet that dead-
line, the Ad Hoc Commit-
tee expects to hold at
least four meetings ac-
ross May and June, with
the goal of presenting a
full draft budget to the
Trustees in early July.

Where to begin: serv-
ices, maintenance, and
limited flexibility Plante
recommended that the
Committee begin by re-
viewing services, main-
tenance, and other non-
salary lines. Salary dis-
cussions will need to
wait until the Town pro-
vides updated compen-
sation spreadsheets lat-
er in the month.

“We should not look
at salary yet,” Plante
said. “There’s a big
spreadsheet about sal-
ary numbers I’'m going
to get sometime this
month, so | suggest wait-
ing to do that in June.
But we could look now
at lines like services
more.”

Maintenance spend-
ing is expected to be a
major focus, given the
ongoing building repairs
and the Town Manager’s
recommendations.

“Maintenance is pro-
bably going to be a long-
er discussion due to the
suggestions from the
Town Manager,” Plante
added. “It's obviously
relevant and fresh in our
minds right now.”

The Committee also
plans to review manage-
ment services and book
spending, both of which
have been constrained
as the library prioritizes
funding for building re-
pairs. Members agreed
to bring printed copies
of all relevant financial
documents to future
meetings to ensure re-
dundancy and accuracy.

A “Unicorn Year” for
the Library Palo describ-
ed the current budget
cycle as a “unicorn year”,
a rare and unusual com-
bination of early dead-

lines, major capital
needs, and shifting Town
processes.

She noted that the
Trustees have not had a
“normal” year since be-
fore the pandemic, and
rising costs are expect-
ed to continue shaping
the library’s financial
decisions.

Despite the chal-
lenges, Committee mem-
bers expressed confi-
dence that the Ad Hoc
group will help stream-
line the process and
ensure the full Board is
prepared to meet the
Town'’s accelerated time-
line.

noted that the town has
“no money available for
this for the next year,”
but said addressing a
few immediate issues
and “mothballing” the
building could be a more
affordable interim solu-
tion than restoring it for
full public use.

Resident  Kristine
Perez offered an idea
inspired by European
preservation practices.
“They maintain the fronts
of many historical build-
ings,” she said. “They
preserve the look of the
building to be exactly
the same, and they pre-
serve a lot of the things
inside, but in the back
it's a new building. It's
just another thought.” It
was unclear whether

such an approach would
be cost effective.

Other suggestions in-
cluded opening part of
the building as a “coun-
try store,” seeking place-
ment on the state his-
toric register, and re-
moving “Reverend” from
the name to avoid any
perception that restora-
tion efforts were tied to
a religious purpose. The

Arts Council also ex-
pressed interest in using
the space.

“That building built
this community that we
all live in,” said resident
Kathy Wagner. “It’s been
here long before any of
us, and it will be here
forever if we take care of
it.” She added that out-
reach has been a persist-

ent challenge, especially
among newer residents
who may not attend
public meetings.

“This can’t be the
last meeting like this,”
said resident John Wil-
son.

other responsibilities,”
he said.

Councilor Deb Paul
noted that other com-
munities use commit-
tees for economic devel-
opment purposes.

However, Combes
pointed out that Lon-
donderry previously had
an economic develop-
ment director for ap-
proximately 10 to 15
years before the salary
funding was shifted to
other areas of town gov-
ernment.

Under former Town
Manager Mike Malaguti,
then-Town Planner Kel-
lie Caron was promoted
to Assistant Town Man-
ager/Director of Eco-
nomic Development, a
title she still holds
today.

“We should have an

economic development
director for the size of
our Town and where we
are located within the
state,” Combes said.

Councilor Dan Bou-
chard asked whether the
town currently has the
staff necessary to carry
out such a plan or if
additional hiring would
be needed.

Town Manager Shaun
Mulholland said the
town first needs to
determine what the pro-
gram would entail be-
fore deciding how best
to move forward.

“This is the first
step,” Mulholland said,
adding that once the
responsibilities are iden-
tified, the town can de-
termine the best ap-
proach.

Town Council Chair
Ron Dunn said he sup-
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ports the concept but
expressed concern about
potential costs.

“My only concern is
if we have to hire some-
body, that’s another
expense on the town,”
Dunn said. “That’s my
only concern.”

Combes responded
that if new businesses
help generate additional
revenue for the town,
the position could po-
tentially offset its own
cost.

“In a way, it’s like a
sales position,” he said.

The Council ultimate-
ly agreed to continue
discussions on the pro-
posal.

Mulholland said he
needs more direction
from the Council regard-
ing how they would like
him to proceed and
noted that he, Combes,
and the rest of the Town
Council would continue
discussions moving for-
ward.

The Value of Clear Process

I think we forget that good govern-
ment isn’t just about the vote. It's
about how we get there, and if you've
ever sat through a meeting where the
process felt rushed or confusing, you
know exactly what | mean. A clear,
steady process is what keeps a town
running. It's what helps people trust
that decisions are being made fairly,
even when they don’t love the out-
come.

When the policy and the process
are solid, people can follow along.
They understand the steps. They
know what's coming next. But when
the process is fuzzy, or changes
depending on who's in the room, frus-
tration fills the space where trust
should be, and lately, both towns
have had moments where the process
itself caused more concern than the
decision.

Strong process and policies pro-
tects everyone taxpayers, employees,
volunteers, boards, and the town as a
whole. It keeps things fair. It prevents
misunderstandings. It avoids the
appearance of favoritism, corruption,
or anything that even looks like it, and
honestly, it saves us from repeating
the same problems year after year.

Here’s the part we don’t talk about
enough: most of the issues we keep
tripping over aren’t new. They’re the
same old problems that pop up when
we drift away from the policies and
procedures we already have. These
aren’t meant to sit in a binder and get
dusted off occasionally. They're sup-
posed to guide how we work, how we
communicate, and how decisions

move from point A to point B.

Could some of them use an
update? Absolutely. But even the best
policies don’t mean anything if we
don’t use them. When we actually fol-
low the procedures we already have
that outline who does what, how
information is shared, and what steps
come first things run smoother. Peo-
ple know what to expect, boards stay
in their lanes, staff has clarity, and
residents can see the logic behind the
decisions being made.

Clear process means more than
checking boxes. It means policies are
written, not floating around in some-
one’s memory. Outreach is intention-
al, not “well, we posted it online.”
Data is explained not waved around
like a magic wand, all necessary
because people and laws change.

When we skip steps, we create
problems that didn’t need to exist.
When we follow a consistent process,
we build trust, without it, every deci-
sion becomes harder, every debate
becomes louder, and every misunder-
standing becomes a controversy.

Our towns are growing. Issues are
more complicated than they used to
be. That means our processes need to
grow with us. It's time to tighten the
gaps, clean up the old habits, and
make sure every decision big or small
is grounded in clarity and fairness.

It's what keeps decisions fair,
keeps boards accountable, and keeps
residents confident that their town is
being run with integrity, and right
now, that’s exactly what we need to
move forward.

Superintendent Dan
Black explained that he
wanted to highlight “a
few tentative areas that
the school district and
individual schools in-
tend to focus on in the
upcoming year.”

He said many of their
schools, grade level
teams, and departments
have “already reached
or nearly reached being
‘leaders in the state,
and we want to focus
everyone on that level of
success and get them to
that place in the next
year or two.”

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Utilities Committee Remains Involved in Strategic Plan and Water Extension
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he May meeting of
I the Londonderry
Utilities Commit-
tee highlighted the
group’s continued in-
volvement in two major
town initiatives: the
development of the Lon-
donderry Strategic Plan
and the next phase of
the High Range Road
water line extension.
Administrative Services
Director Kirsten Hildo-
nen opened the meeting
by thanking committee
members for their con-
tributions to the Strate-
gic Plan, which remains
in the drafting stage.
“Thank you to many
of you in this room, you
helped present that plan
to the Town Councilors,”

Hildonen said. “I hope
you see the efforts you
put in there with putting
it together to create the
drafts that were present-
ed.”

Although presenta-
tions from department
heads have concluded,
the plan is still weeks
away from a public hear-
ing. Hildonen explained
that the Town Council
requested  additional
time for internal review.

“The timeline for the
public hearing has shift-
ed a bit later so the
Council can have several
working sessions on
this,” she said. “They’re
going to hold two more
working sessions on
May 18 and July 1. Cur-
rently, we’re looking at a
tentative public hearing

on June 15.”

She cautioned resi-
dents not to attend the
May 18 meeting expect-
ing a hearing, noting
that the date has been
pushed back to allow
for more refinement.

Questions about
state-wide planning ef-
forts committee Secre-
tary John Ferreira asked
whether the timing of
Londonderry’s Strategic
Plan had any connec-
tion to recent hearings
on a statewide 10year
Master Plan being dis-
cussed in Concord.

“The state senate is
also looking at a 10year
master plan at the same
time. Is that a coinci-
dence?” Ferreira asked.

Both Hildonen and
Town Council Liaison

Ron Dunn confirmed
that the two processes
are unrelated.

“It's just happening
at the same time, it’s
completely unrelated,”
Dunn said.

High Range Road
water line work remains
on schedule Hildonen
also provided a detailed
update on Phase Two of
the High Range Road
water main project,
which has been under-
way for several years as
part of the town’s broad-
er effort to expand
access to clean drinking
water.

“The current plan is
for American Excavating
to get back out to do
pavement remediation
starting at the end of
this month, at the begin-

ning of June,” she said.
“Once they come on-
site, they stay on-site
and don’'t go anyplace
else. They did that last
year and it was extreme-
ly effective.”

Preliminary work has
already begun. Full re-
mediation will start at
the intersection with
Royal Lane and move
north along High Range
Road. Town officials say
the project remains “on
schedule.”

Once Phase Two is
complete, Pennichuck
and Saint-Gobain will
begin engineering work
for the next round of
water line extensions,
which will serve neigh-
borhoods identified in
the consent decree area.

“We're in the very

beginning of this conver-
sation,” Hildonen said.
“They’re planning out
that construction sched-
ule, determining what
Pennichuck’s needs might
be for additional staff to
support this project,
and it looks like it will be
built out over a period of
four years.”

It remains unclear
how many households
will ultimately connect
to the new water lines,
as Pennichuck will need
to determine customer
interest once construc-
tion is underway.

The next meeting of
the Londonderry Utili-
ties Committee is sched-
uled for June 2 at 7 p.m.
in the Moose Hill Coun-
cil Chambers.

signed over to me, and
I'm hoping next week
they’ll be able to review
them with me,” said
Plante. “After that’s all
signed, invoices should
soon follow. The unfor-
tunate thing is that this
is probably all going to
hit the budget at once.”

The library has been
navigating a series of
unexpected expenses
since the discovery of
mold and water damage
earlier this year. While

the Town  Council
recently approved near-
ly $95,000 in additional
funding for mold remedi-
ation and carpet re-
placement, more than
double the original esti-
mate, the financial strain
remains significant.

“I want you all to
know that your Town
Council, our Town Coun-
cil, had some pointed
guestions, but they were
100% supportive, as was
our Town Manager,” said
Nancy Hendricks, Chair
of the Leach Library
Board of Trustees. She

acknowledged that ask-
ing for such a large sum
was difficult but empha-
sized the town’s commit-
ment to restoring the
library. “I want you all to
know that this is the
level of commitment that
we have for getting our
library reopened. Hope-
fully we don’'t get any
more numbers like that.”
Plante explained that
the sudden cost in-
crease was tied to the
discovery of more exten-
sive roof damage than
originally anticipated.
“In the water test

that they did, they found
two holes in the roof,
holes we weren’t expect-
ing to find, and they
obviously needed to be
repaired. It’'s part of the
rainy season right now,
so that’s a concern,” she
said. Roof repairs will
continue alongside the
ongoing  remediation
work. “After remedia-
tion, insulation and dry-
wall patching work is
going to begin shortly
after. There’s going to be
a little bit of a lull before
carpet replacement work
starts because there’s a
little bit of a lead time.
They couldn’t order the
carpet until the contract
was signed, so there are
a lot of steps before that
happens.”

Town Manager Shaun

Mulholland noted that
any leftover funding at
the end of the 2025-2026
fiscal year could be used
for “Phase Two” engi-
neering, exterior enve-
lope work, heavy insula-
tion, and other preventa-
tive measures intended
to protect the building
longterm.

“The estimate ReArch
provided to us is $494,012,”
said Plante, stressing that
the figure does not in-
clude additional preven-
tive measures needed to
control heat and humidity
inside the building during
summer construction. “I
have no idea what the
total cost is going to
come back as.”

Despite concerns about
requesting more fund-
ing, Trustees agreed that

|

delaying preventive work
would be shortsighted,
especially given the
mold issues that forced
the closure in the first

place.
“If we're going to
remediate mold and

invite humid July to
come hang out with us
in a building that’s
closed up, that’s bad.
That’s how you make
more mold,” said Vice-
Chair Beth Marrocco.

The Board of Trus-
tees expects to make
another  presentation
before the Town Council
on Monday, May 18. The
Leach Library Board of
Trustees also has a spe-
cial meeting scheduled
for Tuesday, May 19, in
the Moose Hill Council
Chambers.

n agenda item dur-
ing the most re-
cent Londonderry

School Board meeting
was in regards to a brief-
ing from Superintendent
Dan Black on how he
views the District’s capi-
tal needs at this point.

“With the passage of
the Infrastructure Bond
in 2023, and the commu-
nity support for Full Day
Kindergarten and the
District Office in 2026,
we have accomplished
our three biggest needs
identified back in 2022,”
Black explained.

Black called it a “great
accomplishment,” noting
the District has spent
several years working
toward these major proj-
ects and seeing them
come to fruition marks a

significant turning point
for long-term planning.

“With these projects
in place, we could realis-
tically not have any cap-
ital needs to bring to the
community in the next
five years for the rest of
the decade,” Black ex-
plained.

He said if they are
able to continue using
Capital Reserves throu-
gh the budget cycle each
year, as they have done
recently, the District
should be able to stay
ahead of mechanical and
HVAC replacements, as
well as major roof re-
pairs, without needing
additional bonds.

“Our yearly asks
have ranged from $550K
to $670K, and we sus-
pect we will continue to
need that level of invest-
ment to take care of old

school buildings,” Black
explained. “We are excit-
ed for the work of the
Capital Campaign Com-
mittee and are hopeful
they are able to achieve
their goals for the turf
field in a short time
frame and allow for
other future projects
after that.”

Black said that look-
ing further ahead, there
are three areas “in our
schools that we will
have to address at some
point and come up with
a long-term solution in
terms of capital needs.”

One of those in-
cludes the 100 Wing of
the high school.

“The wood frames
and floors of the 100
Wing of LHS will turn 50
in 2028,” Black ex-
plained. “Literally thou-
sands of students walk

all over 100 Wing each
day. At some point the
age of this wooden
frame building will need
to be addressed and we
will need a long-term
solution.”

He noted that while
the building remains
structurally sound, the
age of the materials and
the heavy daily use
mean the District will
eventually need to con-
sider whether renova-
tion or full replacement
is the most responsible
long-term option.

Another area Black
pointed to was the sec-
ond floor of Matthew
Thornton and the sec-
ond floor of the eighth
grade wing at the middle
school.

“Both sections of those
schools are built well,
but they were not built

to withstand the hotter
days we see at the begin-
ning and end of the
school year,” Black ex-
plained. “At some point |
believe we should con-
sider looking for a dehu-
midification system for
both those areas. | have
heard of other schools
in the area making a suc-
cessful investment in de-
humidification to add-
ress the warmer weather
we have felt over the last
five years in September,
May, and June.”

Black explained that
in the recent CIP plan
were the “plans for an
Auditorium one day for
LHS as well.”

“When we are ready
to have the conversa-
tion around the 100
Wing at LHS, we can fig-
ure out how other needs
could play into the plans

as well,” Black explained.
He added that any
future large scale project
will require careful tim-
ing and community en-
gagement, especially giv-
en the difficulty of reach-
ing the required super-
majority for bonding.
“What makes any
large capital investment
hard is the lack of build-
ing aid from the State of
New Hampshire,” Black
explained. “l do not want
to overreact from the
last three years of vot-
ing, but it is very tough
to reach that 60% thres-
hold from the communi-
ty, which is understand-
able. Without building
aid or the State of New
Hampshire adequately
funding the operating
budget each year, the
burden falls on the tax-
payers of Londonderry.”

Mulholland  made
clear that the proposed
policy was created spe-
cifically because of on-
going problems with
councilors acting inde-
pendently and bypass-
ing the authority of the
council as a whole.

“There’s a problem
with the present way
you do business,” Mul-
holland told the council.
“I recommend a different
way to do business and
that's up to the council
to decide if they want to
do that or not.”

He then directly
addressed the central
issue: individual coun-
cilors contacting legal
counsel and committing

taxpayer money without
authorization.

“If you have coun-
cilors that act unilateral-
ly and expend public
funds and incur public
funds, they don’t have
the authority to do that,”
Mulholland said.

He added that legal
costs were being gener-
ated by “two councilors”
acting outside their
authority.

The proposed TC-105
policy was written to
stop exactly that kind of
conduct. According to
the draft policy, its pur-
pose was to create “a
clear, consistent, trans-

parent and effective
process” for using town
legal counsel, while

ensuring “fiscal respon-
sibility,” “prudent man-
agement of legal fees,”

and preserving “the col-
lective authority of the
Town Council.”

The policy also
emphasized that the
council must function as
a governing body - not
as individual elected
officials independently
directing town business
or legal strategy.

Mulholland pointed
to Town Charter Section
4.8, “Non-interference
with Town Administra-
tion,” which states: “The
Council shall act in all
matters as a body.”

The charter pro-
hibits individual council
members from directing
town  administration
outside the authority of
the full council.

The issue may also
conflict with state law.
